ORDINANCE NO.  03-2013

AN ORDINANCE AWARDING A CONTRACT TO CHARLES DUNLAP FOR THE PURCHASE OF THE REAL PROPERTY KNOWN AS CUYAHOGA COUNTY PERMANENT PARCEL NO. 281-17-015

WHEREAS, the City acquired the real property known as Cuyahoga County Permanent Parcel No. 281-17-015 through the land revitalization program administered by Cuyahoga County; and  

WHEREAS, said real property is not necessary for public use or for any public purpose; and

WHEREAS,  an offer to purchase said property has been received from Charles Dunlap; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and the Economic Development Director have recommended the offer be accepted, and a contract for sale be awarded to Charles Dunlap.  Now, therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO,  THAT:


 SECTION 1.
 This Council determines that the real property known as Cuyahoga County Permanent Parcel No. 281-17-015 is not necessary for the public use or for any public purpose.

SECTION 2.  The Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to execute a Purchase Agreement with Charles Dunlap for the sale of Cuyahoga County Permanent Parcel No. 281-17-015 for a total price of Twenty-One Thousand Dollars ($21,000.00).

SECTION 3.  That this Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council, and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 4.  This Ordinance shall take effect at the earliest time allowed by law.
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
