AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO AMEND THE OLMSTED JOINT ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT CONTRACT WITH THE TOWNSHIP OF OLMSTED TO PROVIDE FOR ALTERNATIVE UTILITY SERVICE PROVIDERS.


WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance No. 46-2001 the City of Olmsted Falls and the Township of Olmsted negotiated and entered into an Olmsted Joint Economic District Contract providing for the operation of the Olmsted Joint Economic Development District (JEDD) in accordance with Sections 715.72 to 715.83 of the Ohio Revised Code; and


WHEREAS, that Contract requires the JEDD to obtain sanitary sewer service from the Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District, and water service from the City of Cleveland; and


WHEREAS, the City would like to amend the Contract to provide that sanitary sewer service and water service may be obtained from other providers at the discretion of the JEDD. Now, therefore, 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  Section 7(A) of the Olmsted Joint Economic Development District Contract between the City of Olmsted Falls and the Township of Olmsted shall be amended to read as follows:

Section 7.
Contributions to the District  In accordance with Section 715.74 of the Revised Code, the Township and the City each agree to contribute to the development and operation of the District.



(A)
 Utility Service.  The Contracting Parties have not entered into separate contracts with each other for utility service. The Contracting Parties shall cooperate with each other and with utility service users in the District in obtaining access to sanitary sewer service and water service from such providers as applicable. The Contracting Parties shall also cooperate with each other, and with other applicable public agencies, in the acquisition, construction and installation of water service facilities, sanitary sewer facilities and storm sewer facilities, as provided in this Contract, including but not limited to granting easements, rights-of way and street opening permits at no more than the usual and customary cost.

In order to contribute to the availability of water service, the City or the Township, or both, to the extent permitted by law, may provide for, or in cooperation with the County, or others, assist in the provision of, the acquisition, construction and installment of water service facilities in the District and the financing thereof. In order to contribute to the availability of sanitary sewer service and storm sewer service, the City or the Township, or both, to the extent permitted by law, may provide for, or in cooperation with the County or others, assist in the provision of, the acquisition, construction and installation of certain sanitary sewer facilities and storm sewer facilities in the District and the financing thereof.


SECTION 2.  All other provisions of the Contract not specifically amended herein shall remain in full force and effect.
SECTION 3.   This Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council, and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 4.  This Ordinance shall take effect at the earliest time allowed by law.
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
