        AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT

        OF THE POSITION OF SERVICE MANAGER IN THE CITY
        OF OLMSTED FALLS


WHEREAS, the City of Olmsted Falls has entered a period of growth of residents, business establishments and improvements of lands and infrastructure within its municipal boundaries; and


WHEREAS,  it is recognized by the City, its officials, and its citizens that the direction of such growth be influenced and controlled where appropriate to achieve certain goals of preservation of community character, influence of long term tax consequences, maintenance of municipal owned utilities and enhancement of convenience, safety, and quality of life for all individuals who reside and conduct business affairs within the municipality; and


WHEREAS, it is the duty and expectation of the City to provide guidance and assistance in such matters with sufficient and experienced personnel. Now, therefore,
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  Under the authority of Section 9.02 of the Charter of the City of Olmsted Falls, Ohio, Council does hereby establish the position of Service Manager.


SECTION 2.  The position shall exist for the period of time that it serves a purpose and value under the mandates of this Ordinance.


SECTION 3.   The compensation of the Service Manager shall be determined from time to time by Council in a separate Ordinance.


SECTION 4.  The duties of the Service Manager shall include all activities specific to serving the City as described in the position description attached as Exhibit “A”.


SECTION 5.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 6.  This Ordinance shall take effect at the earliest time allowed by law.
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
