A RESOLUTION REQUESTING ALLIED WASTE INDUSTRIES, INC., TO PROVIDE A SUITABLE CREDIT TO THE RESIDENTS OF OLMSTED FALLS AS A RESULT OF THE DISRUPUTION OF THE CITY’S SOLID WASTE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL SERVICES AND THE RECYCLING SERVICES, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.


WHEREAS, Allied Waste Industries, Inc., and all subsidiaries is under contract with the City to provide solid waste collection and disposal services and recycling services to all residents of the City on a once a week basis; and

WHEREAS, as a result of the recent work stoppage by Allied employees the City’s solid waste and recyclables was not collected for in excess of a one week period; and


WHEREAS, 
 the failure to fulfill the terms of the contract is arguably a breach of that contract, subjecting the contractor to a breach of contract claim and a claim against its Performance Board; and

WHEREAS, the inability of Allied Waste Industries, Inc., to fulfill the contractual requirements during that period caused a significant problem to the City and its residents, and created a public health concern as a result of the failure to collect the solid waste; and


WHEREAS, this Council and Mayor believe that some consideration should be provided to the City and its residents as a result of this failure. Now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  This Council, on behalf of itself and the Mayor, hereby requests Allied Waste Industries, Inc., to provide  a suitable credit to the residents of the City of Olmsted Falls as a result of the Allied’s inability to collect and dispose of the City’s solid waste and recyclables during the time of the recent work stoppage.


SECTION 2.  The Clerk be and she is hereby directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to Allied Waste Industries, Inc. 
SECTION 3.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 4.  This Resolution is herby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of the City of Olmsted Falls for the reason that it is necessary to make this request upon the contractor as soon as possible to ensure the collection and disposal of the solid water generated in the City will not be again disrupted. Therefore this Resolution shall take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and signature by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
