



RESOLUTION NO. 38-2013 (AMENDED)
INTRODUCED BY: Mayor and Council
A RESOLUTION AKNOWLEDGING AND SUPPORTING THE OLMSTED FALLS CITY SCHOOL DISTRICT, THE OLMSTED TOWNSHIP POLICE DEPARTMENT AND, THE OLMSTED FALLS DIVISION OF POLICE WITH THEIR COMBINED EFFORTS TO PROMOTE PUBLIC SAFETY AND EDUCATIONAL EFFORTS DIRECTED TOWARDS THE SECURITY AND WELL BEING OF STUDENTS IN THE DISTRICT
          WHEREAS, the original title of Resolution 38-2013 called for the reinstatement of the Drug Abuse Resistance Education (DARE) program.  And,
          WHEREAS, the purpose and need of such a resolution as originally stated was upon a belief that the use of heroin was resurgent as well as an expressed concern about recent events involving school shootings  And,

          WHEREAS, the enabling sections of the original resolution called for the reinstatement of the DARE program which has been provided by either the Olmsted Falls or Olmsted Township Police Departments continuously for over twenty (20) years.  And,

          WHEREAS, the original resolution raised such concerns with no basis in fact that the Mayor/Safety Director did consult with the Superintendent of Schools, the Olmsted Township Trustees, the Olmsted Falls and Olmsted Township Police Departments to re-assure that the current DARE programming remains beneficial and sufficient for all entities.  And,

          WHEREAS, Safety Committee of Council did examine the extent of known heroin and other drug use within the city.  And.

          WHEREAS, The Olmsted Falls City School District on their own initiative is currently reviewing the existing School Safety Plan, security guidelines and procedures implemented for the protection of students and staff housed within their buildings in conjunction with an experienced consultant and with the participation of Township and City leadership, the police and fire departments of both communities, Board of Education members, Principals and facilities managers as well as parent representatives.  Now Therefore:

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, STATE OF OHIO, THAT: 

SECTION 1.  This Council acknowledges and supports the initiative towards review and improvement of the School Safety Plan for the Olmsted Falls City School District as being conducted.  And, in addition, recognizes this collaborative effort between the District, Township, and City.

SECTION 2.  This Council recommends that the current DARE program remain in effect and that the administration of the program by the Olmsted Township Police Department is the most efficient and economical manner to deliver this supplemental educational program to the schools at this time.
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SECTION 3.  This Council further recommends that the City of Olmsted Falls organize and host a public forum to educate the public about the nature and scope of the use and abuse of illegal drugs to the extent it exists within the city in the interest of further support of community education on this issue.

SECTION 4. The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
