AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH JAMES G. ZUPKA, CPA, INC. FOR AUDIT SERVICES FOR THE CITY AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY


WHEREAS, it is necessary for the City to enter into a contract for the audit of its books and records for fiscal period(s) January 1, 2012-December 31, 2015 with an authorized entity capable of performing such audits; and


WHEREAS, it is the recommendation of the Auditor of the State of Ohio that James G. Zupka, CPA, Inc. be contracted to perform said services; and


WHEREAS, Council hereby accepts the recommendation that James G. Zupka, CPA, Inc. is the best audit entity to perform said services.  Now, therefore, 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY,  STATE OF OHIO, THAT:


SECTION 1.   The Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to enter into a contract with                                          

James G. Zupka, CPA, Inc. for the audit of the City's books and records for the fiscal period(s) January 1, 2012-December 31, 2015 in an amount not to exceed Fifty-Nine Thousand Six Hundred Dollars ($59,600.00), and that all actions of the Finance Director to date, relative to said contract, are hereby ratified.


SECTION 2.  This contract is entered into without formal competitive bidding for the reason that the subject contract is for professional services and as such is an exception to the formal bidding procedures required by law.


SECTION 3.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.



SECTION 4.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health and safety of the City of Olmsted Falls and its residents for the reason that it is necessary to enter into the aforesaid contract without delay in order to allow for the commencement and completion of the aforesaid audit in a timely fashion. Therefore, this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon the affirmative vote 

of not less than five (5) members elected to Council, and signature by the Mayor, or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
