AN ORDINANCE LEVYING SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS FOR    CONTROLLING THE BLIGHT AND DISEASE OF SHADE TREES WITHIN PUBLIC RIGHTS-OF-WAY AND PLANTING, MAINTAINING, TRIMMING AND REMOVING SHADE TREES IN AND ALONG THE STREETS OF THE CITY DURING CALENDAR YEARS 2014 AND 2015 AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, STATE OF OHIO, THAT:


SECTION 1.   The special assessments for the cost and expense of controlling the blight and disease of shade trees within public rights-of-way and planting, maintaining, trimming and removing shade trees in and along the streets of the City during calendar years 2014 and 2015 pursuant to Resolution No. 52-2013 adopted May 28, 2013, amounting in the aggregate to Thirty-Three Thousand One Hundred Twenty-Five Dollars and 26/100 ($33,125.26) per year which special assessments have previously been filed with the Clerk of Council and are now on file in her office, are hereby adopted and confirmed.  Those special assessments are levied and assessed upon the lots and lands bounding and abutting on each of the streets and public ways in the "City of Olmsted Falls Forestry District" created  in Section 1 of  Resolution No. 52-2013 pursuant to Section 727.011 of the Ohio Revised Code in the respective amounts set forth in the schedule of assessments on file, which assessments are based upon a percentage of the tax value of the property to be assessed upon all lots and lands bounding, abutting or otherwise specially benefited and are not in excess of any applicable limitation.


SECTION 2.  The special assessment against each lot or parcel of land shall be payable in cash within thirty (30) days after the enactment of this Ordinance, or at the option of the owner in two (2) annual installments or four (4) semi-annual installments with interest at the same rate as borne by the notes to be issued in anticipation of the collection of the special assessments. All cash payments shall be made to the Director of Finance of the City. All special assessments remaining unpaid at the expiration of thirty (30) days shall be certified by the Clerk of Council to the Cuyahoga County Fiscal Officer as provided by law to be placed on the tax duplicate and collected as taxes are collected.


SECTION 3.  The Clerk of Council shall cause a notice of the passage of this Ordinance to be published once in a newspaper of general circulation in this City and shall keep on file in her office the amount of the assessments.


SECTION 4.   The Clerk of Council shall deliver a certified copy of this Ordinance to the office of the Cuyahoga County Fiscal Officer within twenty (20) days after its enactment.  


SECTION 5.  That the Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 6.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls for the reason that the action taken herein is necessary to implement the purposes of the "City of Olmsted Falls Forestry District".  It shall therefore take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
