



RESOLUTION NO.  70-2013
INTRODUCED BY:  MAYOR ROBERT BLOMQUIST
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE DIRECTOR OF FINANCE TO CERTIFY DELIQUENT FEES FOR CITY TRASH COLLECTION TO CUYAHOGA COUNTY, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY


WHEREAS, Section 1060.10 of the Codified Ordinances authorizes the City to collect from each dwelling unit a monthly rate for solid waste collection and disposal; and


WHEREAS, said Ordinance provides that if said fees are not paid when due, the City may certify said delinquent fees for City trash collection, plus penalties and administrative fees, to Cuyahoga County for collection in the same manner as other City taxes and fees; and


WHEREAS, the owners or occupiers of the premises listed on Exhibit A, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, have delinquent fees for solid waste collection and disposal as stated on said Exhibit A.  Now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, STATE OF OHIO, THAT:


SECTION 1.  The properties listed on Exhibit A, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, are delinquent in payment of solid waste collection and disposal fees in the amounts shown therein.  

SECTION 2.  Section 1060.10 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Olmsted Falls permits said delinquencies to be certified at any time to Cuyahoga County for collection in the same manner as other City taxes and fees upon the tax duplicate as allowed by law.

SECTION 3.  This Council directs the Director of Finance to certify said delinquent fees to Cuyahoga County for collection as other City taxes and fees upon the tax duplicate.


SECTION 4.  Said fees shall be collected in equal amounts for the first half and second half tax collections, or in such other manner as may be determined by the proper officials of Cuyahoga County.

SECTION 5.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
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SECTION 6.  This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the public health, peace, welfare or safety of the citizens of the City of Olmsted Falls in that said amounts must be certified to Cuyahoga County prior to the second Monday in September.  Therefore, this Resolution shall be in effect immediately upon the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council, and signature by the Mayor, or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
