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RESOLUTION NO. 86-2013
INTRODUCED BY:  MAYOR ROBERT BLOMQUIST 
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT WITH CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, AND OLMSTED TOWNSHIP, OHIO, REGARDING THE INSTALLATION OF SANITARY SEWERS, AND THE MAINTENANCE OF PUMP STATIONS AND WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANTS, IN THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.


WHEREAS, the territory within the limits of the City of Olmsted Falls is designated as County Sewer District No.14; and


WHEREAS, the City owns all of the pump stations and wastewater treatment plants within the City, and the County operates and maintains those facilities pursuant to contract; and 


WHEREAS, the City desires to have Cuyahoga County continue to operate, maintain and repair the stations and plants as part of the sanitary sewer system of County Sewer District No.14; and


WHEREAS, the City has initiated design of Phase V of its Sanitary Sewer Program, which Program will result in sanitary sewers being constructed in the northern part of the City of  Olmsted Falls; and


WHEREAS, a portion of the Sanitary Sewer Program will be constructed within Olmsted Township, and will serve properties located within Olmsted Township; and


WHEREAS, the County, through the Cuyahoga County Department of Public Works, provides sanitary sewer collection services to properties in Olmsted  Township currently located within Cuyahoga County Sewer District 14; and


WHEREAS, the City intends to finance the Sanitary Sewer Program by charging those properties benefitted by the construction of said sanitary sewers in accordance with the Ohio Revised Code, both in the City and in the Township; and 


WHEREAS, the County has suggested that, rather than levying assessments against the benefitted properties located in Olmsted Township, it will be responsible for the total assessments to be levied against the Township  properties by  the City in lieu of  the City assessing Olmsted Township properties; and


WHEREAS, for all other purposes, the properties in Olmsted Township which are provided sanitary sewers by the construction of the Sanitary Sewer Program will remain in Cuyahoga County Sewer District 14, and will be charged maintenance charges and sewer service charges at the discretion of the City in lieu of charges from the County; and


WHEREAS, the City Engineer has determined said wastewater flow from the Township will not adversely affect the ability of the City to provide wastewater collection, treatment and disposal services to its residents; and


WHEREAS, it is necessary to execute an agreement between the City, the  County and Olmsted Township to set out the rights, duties and obligations of the Parties. Now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  The Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to enter into a contract for the installation of sanitary sewers, and the maintenance of pump stations  and wastewater treatment plants, with Cuyahoga County, Ohio and Olmsted Township, Ohio, a copy of said contract being attached hereto, marked Exhibit A, and incorporated herein as if fully re-written. 


SECITON 3. The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code. 

          SECTION 4.
This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of the City of Olmsted Falls for the reason that the contact must be executed in order to bid and award the construction contract as soon as possible.  Therefore this Resolution shall take effect immediately upon the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and signature by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
