A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE TAKING OF BIDS FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE COOK ROAD/COLUMBIA ROAD SANITARY SEWER PROJECT, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, the Cook Road/Columbia Road Sanitary Sewer Project has been under design for over six years; and

WHEREAS, all administrative requirements have been complied with, or will be complied with in the near future; and 

WHEREAS, the plans and specifications necessary for construction have been completed; and 

WHEREAS, the right-of-way necessary to construct said Project has been acquired, or is in the process of being acquired; and

WHEREAS, the laws of the State of Ohio and the Ordinances of the City of Olmsted Falls require that competitive bids be solicited. Now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, STATE OF OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  It is hereby declared that the construction of the Cook Road/Columbia Road Sanitary Sewer Project is a necessary and proper public improvement to promote the health, welfare and safety of the residents of the City of Olmsted Falls.

SECTION 2.  This Council hereby authorizes the taking of bids for the construction of the Project, based upon plans and specifications prepared by the City Engineer, with an engineer’s estimated cost of Six Million Two Hundred Forty Three Thousand Dollars ($6,243,000.00).  

SECTION 3.  Upon receipt of bids, and evaluation thereof, the Mayor shall report back to this Council as to the engineer’s recommendation of award to the lowest and best bidder.

SECTION 4. The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code. 

SECTION 5.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of the City of Olmsted Falls for the reason that the Cook Road/Columbia Road Sanitary Sewer Project will enhance the health, welfare and safety of the citizens of Olmsted Falls. Therefore, this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council, and signature by the Mayor, or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
