AN ORDINANCE RATIFYING AND CONFIRMING THE MAYOR’S APPOINTMENT OF STEVEN PRESLEY AS INTERIM DIRECTOR OF FINANCE AND TAX ADMINISTRATOR FOR THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, ESTABLISHING THE RATE OF COMPENSATION THEREFOR, AND REPEALING ALL LEGISLATION INCONSISTENT HEREWITH, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, OHIO, THAT:


SECTION 1.  The duties of the Director of Finance shall be as set out in the Charter of the City and Chapter 234 of the Codified Ordinances of the City.

SECTION 2.  The Mayor’s appointment of Steven J. Presley, CPA as Interim Director of Finance and Tax Administrator is hereby ratified and confirmed effective January 2, 2014. 

SECTION 3.  Effective January 2, 2014, the compensation for the Interim Director of Finance and Tax Administrator shall be at an hourly rate of Seventy-Five Dollars ($75.00) per hour, on a temporary part-time basis.

SECTION 4.  All prior legislation inconsistent with this legislation in whole or in part are hereby repealed to the extent necessary to avoid conflict with this legislation.


SECTION 5.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 6.   This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls in order to have financial support services continue without interruption and to set the compensation of said positions commensurate with the experience of a newly hired interim Director of Finance and consistent with Section 5.08(10) of the City Charter.  It shall therefore take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law. 
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
