AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING THE POSITION AND SETTING RANGE OF COMPENSATION FOR INTERIM ASSISTANT DIRECTOR OF FINANCE FOR THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, it is necessary and appropriate for the Interim Director of Finance to secure assistance from a qualified Interim Assistant Director of Finance; and


WHEREAS, it is necessary to establish a range of pay for compensating such assistant for services to be rendered.  Now therefore, 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, OHIO, THAT:


SECTION 1.  That the position of Interim Assistant Director of Finance is hereby established and the Interim Finance Director is authorized to hire Mike DeSan as the Interim Assistant Finance Director in accordance with Codified Ordinance Section 234.04.

SECTION 2.  That the range of compensation for such position shall be Eighteen Dollars ($18.00) to Twenty-Three Dollars ($23.00) per hour, based on a forty (40) hour work week as a full-time employee of the City with all benefits as afforded other full-time employees of the City, and shall serve in such capacity until such time as a permanent Assistant Director of Finance is hired by the City. 

SECTION 3.  The duties of the Interim Assistant Finance Director shall be those as assigned by the Finance Director and pursuant to Codified Ordinances Section 234.04.

SECTION 4.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 5.   This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls in order to have financial support services continue without interruption and to set the compensation of said positions commensurate with the experience of a newly hired Assistant Interim Director of Finance and consistent with Section 5.08(10) of 
the City Charter.  It shall therefore take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law. 
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
