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ORDINANCE NO.  22-2014
INTRODUCED BY:  Mayor Ann Marie Donegan & Council as a Whole
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE DIRECTOR OF FINANCE TO ISSUE THE SEMI-ANNUAL BILLINGS, FOR 2014 ONLY, TO RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY OWNERS IN THE CITY FOR SOLID WASTE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL FEES, PROVIDING FOR A PENALTY AND CERTIFICATION OF DELINQUENT BILLS ON THE REAL ESTATE TAX DUPLICATE, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.
WHEREAS, charges to homeowners in the city for solid waste collection and disposal for 2014 were required to be certified to the County Fiscal Officer by September, 2013 in order to be collected in 2014; and

WHEREAS, the City did not submit such certification to the County Fiscal Officer until after the deadline had passed for such fees to be collected from the tax duplicate billings in 2014 but said certification will be collected in 2015; and
WHEREAS, past procedures for billing of residents in the City for solid waste collection and disposal as provided, in part, by Section 1060.10 of the Codified Ordinances, is no longer available; and
WHEREAS, it is necessary and appropriate to establish and implement an efficient and effective means by which the city can bill homeowners and receive payments in 2014 for such solid waste collection and disposal fees to be paid in 2014. Now therefore, 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, OHIO, THAT:


SECTION 1.  Notwithstanding the provisions of Codified Ordinance Section 1060.10, for the year 2014 only, the Director of Finance is hereby authorized and directed to issue semi-annual billings to all residential property owners in the city for solid waste collection and disposal charges for the year 2014 at the rates previously established by Council. 


SECTION 2.  That property owners shall have thirty (30) days from the date of the invoices referenced in Section 1 above to remit payment in full to the City. If full payment is not received by the City within said thirty (30) days, then a late fee of Ten Dollars ($10.00) shall be added to the outstanding balance on such accounts.


SECTION 3.  That any and all outstanding charges (including late fees) for solid waste collection and disposal fees imposed by this Ordinance that have not been paid in full by September 1, 2014, shall be certified by the City to the Cuyahoga County Fiscal Officer for collection from the respective delinquent property owners and shall be collected in the same manner as other city taxes and/or fees upon the respective tax duplicate as allowed by law. 

SECTION 4.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 5.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety and welfare of the residents of the City of Olmsted Falls for the reason that it is necessary to immediately bill and collect funds in 2014 for payments for solid waste collection and disposal costs in the City and, therefore, this Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
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
