A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO RETAIN R. VAN PETTEN, AIA ARCHITECT, FOR NECESSARY ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW AND RELATED SERVICES FOR THE CITY AND ESTABLISHING RATES OF COMPENSATION FOR SUCH SERVICES.

WHEREAS, at its regular meeting of February 13, 2014, the City’s Architectural Board of Review (ABR) voted unanimously to recommend the City’s continued utilization of R. Van Petten, AIA Architect as the City architect for architectural and design reviews and recommended the compensation for such services; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Van Petten has experience with the sensitivity to historic areas and insights in appropriate circumstances regarding proper signage in historic and commercial districts which is of importance and relevance to the City retaining and enhancing its historic sense; and


WHEREAS, the City has previously engaged R. Van Petten, AIA Architect, for needed architectural reviews and the City desires to continue to utilize him for such services and establish costs for such services. Now therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, STATE OF OHIO, THAT:


SECTION 1.  The Mayor is authorized to retain and enter into an agreement for professional architectural review services with R. Van Petten, AIA Architect for professional architectural review and related services in accordance with the terms of January 14, 2014 letter agreement proposal attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by reference. 

SECTION 2.  This Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
