A RESOLUTION AFFIRMING THE CITY’S INTEREST IN PARTICIPATING IN THE ESTABLISHMENT AND IMPLEMENTATION OF A REGIONAL COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS FOR A REGIONAL DISPATCH CENTER IN COOPERATION WITH THE CITY OF BROOKPARK AND OLMSTED TOWNSHIP AT SOUTHWEST GENERAL HEALTH CENTER, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY
WHEREAS, the City and Olmsted Township and the City of Brook Park are coordinating efforts to establish a Southwest Dispatch Council to be located at Southwest General Hospital; and

WHEREAS, this City Council is in the process of reviewing the terms of the Agreement establishing the Southwest Dispatch Regional Council of Governments and reviewing matters and issues related thereto, but expects such matters and issues to be satisfactorily resolved in the near future such that the Southwest Dispatch Council will be established; and 

WHEREAS, the City is supportive and prefers the participation in regional dispatch through a Council of Governments thereby affording member entities actual participation in the operation and oversight of the regional dispatch center; and

WHEREAS, the City has received a $900,000 FEMA Grant to help facilitate establishment of regional dispatch and said grant will soon expire if not used or the grant time period extended by FEMA. Now therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:
SECTION 1.  The City hereby re-affirms its interest and commitment to participate in regional dispatch services by the implementation of a Regional Dispatch Center. 

SECTION 2.  That the City seeks to finalize an Agreement between the City, Olmsted Township and the City of Brook Park to establish a Regional Council of Governments to provide for the Southwest Dispatch Center.  

SECTION 3.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 4.  This Ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health and safety of the City to immediately express the City’s intent of support for promptly establishing a regional dispatch center. This Resolution shall therefore take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and signature by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law. 
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
