AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A CERTAIN WATER SERVICE AGREEMENT AND RELATED AGREEMENTS INCLUDING AN ASSET TRANSFER AGREEMENT, WITH THE CITY OF CLEVELAND FOR THE TRANSFER OF OWNERSHIP OF THE CITY’S WATER LINE INFRASTRUCTURE TO THE CITY OF CLEVELAND AND FOR THE PROVISION AND SUPPLY OF A WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM IN THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS
WHEREAS, the City of Olmsted Falls through Ordinance 46-1983, has previously entered into a Water Service Agreement with the City of Cleveland; and

WHEREAS, the City of Olmsted Falls and the City of Cleveland (Division of Water) desire to update, modify and expand the terms of such Water Service Agreement (and related Agreements) whereby, among other things, the City of Olmsted Falls would convey and transfer ownership of the City’s water distribution infrastructure system to the City of Cleveland and thereby eliminating the City’s ownership and responsibility for maintenance, repair and replacement of such infrastructure lines. Now therefore, 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, OHIO, THAT:


SECTION 1.  That the Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into a certain Water Service Agreement in substantially the form of Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein, and related Agreements, including an Asset Transfer Agreement, with the City of Cleveland and its Division of Water for the provision and supply of water distribution system in the City of Olmsted Falls, Ohio by the City of Cleveland (Division of Water). 

SECTION 2.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 3.  This Ordinance shall take effect at the earliest time allowed by law.
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
