



ORDINANCE NO.  08-2015
INTRODUCED BY:  MAYOR ANN MARIE DONEGAN
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING RATES OF COMPENSATION FOR PART-TIME PERSONNEL IN THE FIRE DEPARTMENT OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, OHIO FOR THE YEARS 2015 THROUGH 2017 INCLUSIVE, REPEALING ALL LEGISLATION INCONSISTENT HEREWITH.
       BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

        SECTION 1.  Commencing January 1, 2015 and retroactive thereto, the compensation of the part-time fire personnel on the active duty roster of the City of Olmsted Falls shall be at the following rates of pay and shall be paid in the following manner:

        Base Salary Rate - All employees and officials shall be paid semi-monthly to the fifteenth day of each month and to the last day of each month except that the City may, at its option and with at least sixty (60) days advance notice to employees elect to implement bi-weekly pay scheduled (every two (2) weeks payroll). The Fire Chief shall submit the payroll for his department to the Finance Director not later than three working days after the close of each payroll period. The Finance Director shall determine and make those payroll deductions which he deems appropriate or which are otherwise authorized and directed by Council and/or by law. All payroll changes shall be made at a time and in a manner, which the Finance Director deems appropriate. When such payday falls on a Saturday or Sunday, the proceeding Friday shall be the payday and the payroll submission of three (3) days shall be adjusted accordingly. Part-time fire personnel shall be paid on the 15th of each month for the payroll period ending the last day of each month. 

        
(A)      All part-time fire personnel who are certified as Firefighter EMT-Intermediate shall be compensated according to the following schedule:

Any Firefighter called in for an emergency situation, whether or not an emergency exists, shall be compensated for a minimum of two (2) hours for each occurrence.

         
(D) 
Effective January 1, 2002, any Firefighter that works on the following holidays shall be paid at one and one-half times his total hourly rate: New Years Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.

       
(E) 
Based on the Federal Fair Labor Standards Act, effective January 1, 2002, any Firefighter that works hours over the following schedule shall be compensated at one and one-half times their total hourly rate:

SECTION 2.   All current part-time personnel of the Fire Department are entitled to a uniform allowance of Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00) per year. The uniform allowance shall be disbursed in accordance with the Standard Operating Guidelines of the Department as approved by the Fire Chief and Director of Finance.

SECTION 3.   All prior legislation inconsistent with this legislation in whole or in part is repealed to the extent necessary to avoid conflict with this legislation.

SECTION 4.   The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to he public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
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SECTION 5.  This Ordinance shall take effect at the earliest time allowed by law.
