



RESOLUTION NO. 09-2015PRIVATE 

INTRODUCED BY:  MAYOR ANN MARIE DONEGAN 
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE RETENTION OF JEANINE COLOZZA, CONSULTANT, FOR CONSULTANT SERVICES AND PROJECT MANAGEMENT FOR THE CONSTRUCTION BUILD OUT OF THE SENIOR CENTER AT CITY HALL, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY


WHEREAS, the City is the recipient of a $150,000.00 grant under the CDBG program for build-out and renovation of 3,000 square feet at City Hall for establishment of a senior center for the City; and


WHEREAS, the City will benefit from the assistance of a consultant to satisfy the CDBG grant reporting requirements and related matters; and


WHEREAS, a special consultant will assist the City in oversight of the build-out construction, contract and project management and compliance including County reporting requirements and reimbursement submission request requirements.  Now Therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.
The Mayor is authorized to enter into a certain consultant agreement with Jeanine Colozza at $75.00 per hour in an amount not to exceed Six Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($6,500.00) in substantially the form of agreement attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by reference, and subject to final review and approval of the Law Director. 

SECTION 2.
This Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 4.
This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls for the further reason that the project needs to be completed in calendar year 2015 pursuant to the 
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requirements of the CDBG grant.  Therefore, this Resolution shall therefore take effect immediately upon the passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor, or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
