A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING, RATIFYING AND AFFIRMING THE SUBMISSION BY THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS OF A GRANT APPLICATION TO THE CUYAHOGA COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF DEVELOPMENT FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE COUNTY’S DEMOLITION FUND PROGRAM, ACCEPTING THE GRANT UPON ITS AWARD TO THE CITY, AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF AN AGENCY AGREEMENT WITH THE CUYAHOGA COUNTY LAND REUTILIZATION CORPORATION AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY. 

WHEREAS, the Cuyahoga County Department of Development has implemented a program for demolition of various properties that tend to create and perpetuate blight in neighborhoods throughout the County, said program being the County’s Demolition Fund Program; and

WHEREAS, certain funds are made available by the County for participation by Communities within the County, including Olmsted Falls, who qualify for such funds. Now therefore, 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  This Council hereby authorizes, ratifies, and affirms the submission by the City of a grant application to the Cuyahoga County Department of Development for participation in the County’s Demolition Fund Program, and further accepts the grant if awarded. 


SECTION 2.  That the Mayor and/or appropriate directors are hereby authorized, upon award of the grant, to enter into that certain agency agreement in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein subject to final approval of the Director of Law, all for participation in the Cuyahoga County Property Demolition Program.     

SECTION 3.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 4.   This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls for the further reason that it is imperative to reduce and eliminate blighting influences within the City in order to preserve and protect property values in the City.  Therefore, this Resolution shall therefore take effect immediately upon the passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor, or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law, whichever is later.
