A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC SERVICE TO ADVERTISE FOR AND SOLICIT REQUESTS FOR QUALIFICATIONS FOR ENGAGEMENT OF A PROFESSIONAL ENTITY FOR THE DESIGN-BUILD OF A NEW CITY SERVICE GARAGE, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the existing City Service Garage is outdated and fails to meet the needs and operations of the City’s Service Department; and


WHEREAS, the City desires to advertise and solicit Requests for Qualifications to engage a professional entity to perform design-build services for construction of a new City Service Garage in the City. Now therefore,  
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  That the Director of Public Service is hereby authorized to advertise and solicit requests for qualifications to engage a professional entity to perform design-build services for construction of a new City Service Garage. 

SECTION 2. That upon completion of the review and evaluation of the entities applying for consideration, the Director of Public Service shall submit such recommendation to Council for consideration and authorization to engage such entity for the design-build project for a new city service garage.

SECTION 3.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 4.   This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls for the further reason that it is necessary to complete the construction of a new City service garage by the end of the calendar year.  Therefore, this Resolution shall therefore take effect immediately upon the passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor, or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law, whichever is later.
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
