A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING MARTIN LUTHER KING, JR. DAY AS A LEGAL HOLIDAY IN THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, OHIO

WHEREAS, the United State Congress passed legislation in 1983 establishing the federal legal holiday of Martin Luther King, Jr. Day; and

WHEREAS, President Ronald Reagan signed the legislation into law and the federal MLK Holiday went into effect in the United States in 1986; and


WHEREAS, every state in the union has adopted in some form a recognition of Martin Luther King, Jr. Day as a legal holiday in the state and the same has been in effect since at least 1993; and


WHEREAS, it is the desire and intent of the Mayor and Council of the City of Olmsted Falls to formally recognize Martin Luther King, Jr. Day as a legal holiday in the City of Olmsted Falls and to memorialize that fact through appropriate resolution. Now therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, STATE OF OHIO, THAT:


SECTION 1.  That the City of Olmsted Falls hereby recognizes the third Monday of January of each year as Martin Luther King, Jr. Day and declares the same as a legal holiday in the City of Olmsted Falls.

SECTION 2.  That said holiday will be recognized by the closure of City Hall and non-union employees shall be paid for said holiday and are encouraged to participate and be involved in memorial services on the life of Martin Luther King, Jr. and encouraged to participate in service activities consistent with the vision and history of Martin Luther King, Jr.

SECTION 3.  That at the appropriate time, City employees who are part of collective bargaining agreements shall be afforded the additional holiday of Martin Luther King, Jr. Day under the terms of the collective bargaining agreements. 

SECTION 4.    The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 5.  This Resolution shall take effect at the earliest time allowed by law.
