A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING INDEPENDENTS WEEK, JULY 1 THROUGH JULY 7, 2015, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.



WHEREAS, Independents week provides a time to celebrate the independence of the members of the City of Olmsted Falls and the entrepreneurial spirit represented by our core of local independent businesses; and


WHEREAS, the individual decisions every community member makes today affect the future of the City of Olmsted Falls; and 



WHEREAS, the local independent businesses in the City of Olmsted Falls help preserve the uniqueness of the community and give us a sense of place; and



WHEREAS, the core of independently-owned businesses in the City of Olmsted Falls give back to this community in goods, services, time and talent; and



WHEREAS, the health of the economy in the City of Olmsted Falls depends on our support of local businesses owned by our friends and neighbors; and



WHEREAS, the independent business owners and employees in the City of Olmsted Falls enrich community members’ shopping experiences with their knowledge and passion; and



WHEREAS, during Independents Week, July 1 through July 7, 2015, we acknowledge that the ability to choose the direction of the City of Olmsted Falls lies within each of us. Now therefore, 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, STATE OF OHIO, THAT: 

SECTION 1.  The Council and the Mayor hereby support the observance of Independents Week, July 1 through July 7, 2015, and salute our community members and locally owned independent businesses who are integral to the unique flavor of the City of Olmsted Falls and honor their efforts to make our City the place we want to live.

SECTION 2. The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
