



Resolution NO. 37-2015


INTRODUCED BY:   Mayor Ann Marie Donegan and Council as a Whole
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING, RATIFYING, AND AFFIRMING THE AWARD AND EXECUTION OF A CONTRACT FOR THE CITY SENIOR CENTER PROJECT TO STERLING PROFESSIONAL GROUP AS LOWEST AND BEST BIDDER, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:
SECTION 1.  This Council determines that the improvements of the Senior Center is a necessary and proper public improvement in that said Project will enhance the facilities and services for seniors. 
SECTION 2.   In accordance with bids received pursuant to advertisement as required by law, Sterling Professional Group, is hereby declared to be the lowest and best bidder for the City’s Senior Center Project, and such finding and award as made by Council motion and adoption on 05/18/2015 is hereby ratified and affirmed.


SECTION 3.  The Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to enter into a contract with Sterling Professional Group for the aforementioned project provided that said contract is in accordance with the specifications upon which the bid was received, is in an amount not to exceed One Hundred Fifty Thousand Five Hundred Thirty Five Dollars ($150,535.00), and provided that the same is approved by the Director of Law.


SECTION 4.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 5.   This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of the City of Olmsted Falls, Ohio for the reason that it is necessary to award the aforesaid Contract and to begin construction without delay so as to immediately enhance services and facilities for seniors.  Therefore this Resolution shall take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and signature by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
