INTRODUCED BY:  Mayor Ann Marie Donegan 
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC SERVICE TO OBTAIN QUOTES AND ENTER INTO ANY AND ALL CONTRACTS NECESSARY AND APPROPRIATE FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF A SANITARY SEWER LINE, WITH APPURTENANCES, INCLUDING GRINDER PUMPS, ON WILSON DRIVE, AUTHORIZING THE CITY ENGINEER TO FINALIZE PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS FOR SUCH PROJECT, AFFIRMING THE AMOUNTS TO BE PAID BY BENEFITTED PROPERTY OWNERS, AUTHORIZING THE ACQUISITION OF NECESSARY EASEMENTS, AND ACCEPTING THE PETITION OF PROPERTY OWNERS FOR THE PROJECT, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, Wilson Drive in the City of Olmsted Falls is in need of sanitary sewer as the existing septic system is lacking efficacy and causing pollution into the waterways of the City; and


WHEREAS, the Cuyahoga County Board of Health has cited at least one owner on Wilson Drive for failures of the system; and

WHEREAS, the property owners on Wilson Drive have petitioned the City for the installation of a sanitary sewer line, with appurtenances, to be constructed and installed on Wilson Drive (the “Project”); and


WHEREAS, the City accepts the Petition of property owners (the same attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein) and has determined to proceed with said project and said project has an engineer estimated cost of less than Twenty Five Thousand Dollars ($25,000.00).  Now therefore, 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  The City Engineer is hereby authorized to proceed with final design, plans and specifications for the Project described hereinabove and on the owners Petition. 


SECTION 2.  The City hereby accepts the Petition of the Wilson Drive property owners, attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by reference, including all provisions contained therein with respect to all consents and obligations of the petitioning property owners.

SECTION 3.  The Director of Public Service is hereby authorized and directed to obtain quotes and enter into any and all contracts with the lowest and best contractor(s) for the construction and completion of the Project (formal advertising and bids being unnecessary as the amount of the project contract is below the minimum amount required for formal advertising and bids). 


SECTION 4.  That all necessary easements needed by the City for the construction of the Project are hereby authorized to be acquired.

SECTION 5.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 6.   This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls for the further reason that it is immediately necessary to proceed with the project in order to eliminate the discharge of sanitary waste into the City’s waterways.  Therefore, this Resolution shall therefore take effect immediately upon the passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor, or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law, whichever is later.
