AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 1480.01 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES TO ADOPT THE MOST RECENT INTERNATIONAL PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, current Section 1480.01, “1996 Edition Adopted” has not been amended for 19 years and more recent National Property Maintenance Codes have been established and need to be adopted; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to update its existing Building and Property Maintenance Code to adopt the most recent BOCA Property Maintenance Codes for the safety of the residents and businesses of the City. Now therefore, 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:


SECTION 1.
That Section 1480.01 of the Codified Ordinances of the City which had previously adopted the 1996 edition of the BOCA Property Maintenance Code is hereby repealed and new Section 1480.01 is hereby adopted to read in full as follows:  
1480.01 International Property Maintenance Code Adopted.

Pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 731.231, there is hereby adopted as the property maintenance code of the City of Olmsted Falls, Ohio, for the control of building and structures as therein provided, the most recent edition (2015) of the International Property Maintenance Code, all as the same may be amended or revised and the same is hereby incorporated by reference as if fully rewritten.

SECTION 2.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the adoption of this Ordinance have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in full compliance with all legal requirements, including without limitation, those set forth in Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 3.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of the City of Olmsted Falls, Ohio for the reason that it is necessary to adopt the most recent property maintenance code for the safety and security of the residents and businesses of the City. Therefore this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon the 
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affirmative vote of not less than five members elected to Council, and signature by the Mayor, or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
