INTRODUCED BY:   MAYOR ANN MARIE DONEGAN
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING, RATIFYING AND AFFIRMING THE CITY’S ADVERTISING FOR BIDS AND AWARDING A CONTRACT TO FABRIZI TRUCKING AND PAVING CO., AS THE LOWEST AND BEST BIDDER FOR THE MAPLEWAY WATER LINE REPLACEMENT PROJECT AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the City, after advertising and receiving bids for the Mapleway Water Line Replacement Project, recommends that Fabrizi Trucking and Paving, Co. as the lowest and bester bidder, be awarded the contract for said Project; and 

WHEREAS, said Project bid cost is Four Hundred Ninety Five Thousand Eight Hundred Forty Dollars ($495,840.00) and the Cleveland Division of Water will provide significant financial assistance of Four Hundred Sixty Six Thousand Seven Hundred Ninety Dollars ($466,790.00) for the costs of said Project. Now therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.  That the Mayor and/or Director of Public Service is hereby authorized to advertise and receive bids for the Mapleway Water Line Replacement Project and enter into a contract for said Project with Fabrizi Trucking and Paving Co. as the lowest and best bidder, and the same is hereby ratified and affirmed.

SECTION 2. 
 The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 3.  This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Olmsted Falls for the further reason that the water line replacement project needs to be completed before the winter season.  It shall therefore take effect immediately upon passage by the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council and approval by the Mayor or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law. 
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
