A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR 
TO EXECUTE A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING WITH THE GREAT LAKES CONSTRUCTION COMPANY REGARDING CHANGE ORDER NO. 35 TO THE COLUMBIA ROAD GRADE SEPARATION PROJECT, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY 


WHEREFORE, Resolution No. 149-2011 authorized Change Order No. 35 with The Great Lakes Construction Company for the Columbia Road Grade Separation Project;  and

WHEREFORE,  in order to implement said Change Order it is necessary to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with The Great Lakes Construction Company, generally in the form attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit A.  Now, therefore, 


BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, COUNTY OF CUYAHOGA, STATE OF OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1. The Mayor is hereby authorized to execute a Memorandum of Understanding with The Great Lakes Construction Company regarding Change Order No. 35 to The Columbia Road Grade Separation Project in the form attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit A.

SECTION 2.  This Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that all deliberations of this Council and of its committees resulting in such formal action, took place, in compliance, with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 3.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health and safety of the City of Olmsted Falls and its residents for the reason that it is necessary to execute the aforesaid Memorandum so as to not unnecessarily delay the completion of the aforesaid Project. Therefore, this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council, and signature by the Mayor, or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law. 
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
