A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT TO PARTICIPATE IN THE SOUTHWEST REGIONAL 800 MHz COMMUNICATIONS NETWORK, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY


WHEREAS, the municipalities of Brook Park, North Royalton, Parma Heights and Strongsville have entered into an Agreement setting forth the terms, conditions, rights, duties and obligations of each relative to the establishment of a regional council of governments to establish a shared communications network for public safety and mutual aid; and

WHEREAS, said group is known as the Southwest Regional 800 MHz Communications Network Council of Governments; and


WHEREAS, the participating municipalities have developed the Council to meet the needs of each municipality regarding enhanced interagency and inter-community mutual aid, communications and other advantages; and

WHEREAS, The City of Olmsted Falls desires to participate in the Southwest Regional 800 MHz Communications Network Council of Governments.  Now therefore, 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLMSTED FALLS, CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO THAT:


SECTION 1.  This Council authorizes the City to participate in the  Southwest Regional 800 MHz Communications Network Council of Governments.


SECTION 2. This Council authorizes the Mayor to execute a Cooperative Agreement between and among the various members of the Southwest Regional 800 MHz Communications Network Council of Governments, which Agreement will outline the rights, duties and obligations of each of the members of the Council of Governments.

SECTION 3.  The Agreement shall be in the form attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit A.

SECTION 4.  In order to support the Council of Governments the Finance Director is to pay the individual costs per government to be determined pursuant to the terms of the Agreement, but in no event to exceed Fifteen Thousand Dollars ($15,000.00) per annum, effective January 1, 2012.
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SECTION 5.  The Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council relating to the adoption of this Resolution have been taken at open meetings of this Council; and that deliberations of this Council and of its committees, resulting in such formal action, took place in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all statutory requirements including the requirements of Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


SECTION 6.  This Resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health and safety of the City of Lyndhurst and its residents because it is necessary to commit to participation in the Southwest Regional 800 MHz Communications Network Council of Governments as soon as possible.  Therefore this Resolution shall take effect immediately upon the affirmative vote of not less than five (5) members elected to Council, and signature by the Mayor, or otherwise at the earliest time allowed by law.
